1. Currently vacant gym to mixed use office/restaurant.

2. Rest: 7a-Midnight on weeknights and 1a on weekends.

3. Compliant with VCZSP (no higher than currently exists)

4. Parking required 92 spaces; 66 for office, 23 for restaurant, 3 BIZ = 92.

a. 56 physical, 36 bike racks (/4 = 9 spaces), 18 space grandfather/credit, 9 for shared use model.
b. Will allow Sunday mornings and Wednesday evening parking for church, close the patio. 32 space.
iv. Public Comment
1. Reta Moser, spoke on behalf of the church, concerns about parking: Church has an “easement” of 32 spaces on Sunday 7a-1pm (patio not affected by closing office/shared use model) and Wednesday evening 630p-11p, plus 15 special 5-hour events (where patio is closed).  Wants to ensure these spaces are honored.
2. Elaine Spier, both in favor and opposed.  Even if the parking is to City code, that does not mean it’s best for the community.
3. Matt Kline, intersection is tricky/high traffic – pedestrian and 3-way signal.

The VNC supports the application as presented, noting:
1. The only change to the conditions of CUB is a change of hours to remain open to 2am, similar to neighboring businesses.

2. The property is entitled to 14 parking spaces per 1999 CPC.  This project as presented to the VNC is for 698 sqft of service floor area, which requires 14 parking spaces.

3. While we realize that Planning has refused to condition recent projects with pollution and noise mitigation measures, the community feels very strong that all new restaurants near residential homes (as this one is) make significant efforts to reduce odor, smoke, and noise, including using “scrubbers”.
